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CSVT Update for Upcoming Week

Montoursville, PA — Work is progressing on the Northern Section of the Central Susquehanna
Valley Transportation (CSVT) project in Northumberland, Union and Snyder counties as follows:

The reconstruction of Route 147 north of Ridge Road continues. There will be lane closures with
flaggers providing traffic control. The contractor will work around the clock, including this
weekend, through next week.

Motorists should expect delays and plan their travels accordingly.
Construction of the river bridge piers on the west side of the river continues.

Construction of acceleration and deceleration lanes on Route 15 north of Grangers Road in
Monroe Township, Snyder County, which is part of the construction of the Winfield Interchange,
will continue next week.

The passing lanes on Route 15 are closed in both directions while work is completed in the
median.

A detour is scheduled to begin on a section of County Line Road located west of Route 15 on
Wednesday, June 28. The detour route uses Route 1017 (Park Road), Grangers Road and
Route 15.
